Information for candidates
The following information explains what may happen following a clerical re-check, a review of marking and any subsequent appeal:
If your school or college submits a request for a clerical re-check or a review of the original marking, and then a subsequent appeal, for one of your examinations after your subject grade has been issued, there are three possible outcomes:

· Your original mark is lowered, so your final grade may be lower than the original grade you received.

· Your original mark is confirmed as correct, so there is no change to your grade.

· Your original mark is raised, so your final grade may be higher than the original grade you received.

· In order to proceed with the enquiry about results, you must sign the form below. This tells the head of your centre that you have understood what the outcome might be, and that you give your consent to the enquiry about results being made.

Post Results Services Options

Service 1: Clerical re-check

This service constitutes a re-check of all clerical procedures which lead to the issue of a result. 

This service includes the following checks:

· all parts of the script have been marked

· the totalling of marks

· the recording of marks

· the application of any adjustments

· the application of grade thresholds.

Candidates’ grades or uniform mark score (UMS) can go up or down.  The clerical re check will be completed within 10 calendar days.
Service 2: Post-results review of marking of externally assessed components

This service involves a complete remark of a script and a clerical re-check.

This service will include:

· the clerical re-checks(Service 1)

· the review of marking of units/components by a senior examiner

· A copy of the reviewed script(s) is also available, but this is an additional cost. 

Please select Service 2 with photocopy of script, for this additional service.

Candidates’ grades or uniform mark scores (UMS) can go up or down.  If the award grade changes, the fees charged above will be refunded.  Ofqual has announced changes to marking reviews. Their decision means that for all services, they can only correct genuine marking errors – they can't change reasonable marks.  The review of marking will be completed within 20 calendar days.
Priority Service 2*:  Priority Post-results review of marking

This service includes all of the same features as Service 2 but any applications under this option will be prioritised and processed first.  This service is incredibly helpful if you wish to make an enquiry about results and a University place is dependent on the outcome.  Ofqual has announced changes to marking reviews. Their decision means that for all services, they can only correct genuine marking errors – they can't change reasonable marks.  The Priority review of marking will be completed within 15 calendar days.
